i) Detective Transfers

i) President O’Deane inquired about the transfer of seasoned detectives in comparison to new detectives.
ii) Attorney Fields advised that a detective is not a designated rank and stated that the matter is open for negotiation.  

ii) Standby Time

i) Labor Attorney Brad Fields provided an overview of California laws regarding on-call compensation.
ii) Attending members expressed that the demands of the Sheriff’s Office have extended into their personal lives, imposing a burden without corresponding compensation.
iii) Training Officer/Corporal Status

i) The requirement to reapply for corporal status annually was described as punitive in nature.
ii) Attorney Fields inquired whether there is interest in advocating for corporal to be recognized as a formal rank.
iv) President O’Deane provided an update on the DROP meeting and shared the recommendations that were presented.
v) Director Smith raised concerns about all board directors attending negotiation meetings and requested reconsideration of the decision to allow full participation.
